VOLUNTEERING WITH YOUNG PEOPLE (1)
ACTION FOR CHILDREN (formerly known as NCH) Action for Children speaks out for the most vulnerable and neglected children and young people in the UK. They need a range of volunteers, from mentoring young people in care, to being a volunteer administrator, to raising money. 
ARCHWAY PROJECT runs groups for children and young people centred around bikes. They also run groups teaching mechanics. Volunteers are needed with an interest in young people and bikes, and, especially, to provide administrative support. 
BEXLEY FOYER offers homeless young people help to learn the life skills needed to live independently in the community and avoid homelessness. The Foyer operates from premises in Erith, which are easily accessed by public transport. They are seeking volunteers to man their reception desk, help with activities, and provide general administrative support.
BEXLEY HOMESTART recruits and trains volunteers to provide support, friendship and practical assistance to families with small children who are experiencing difficulties. 
BEXLEY MOORINGS PROJECT needs volunteers for their befriending scheme, to form one to one relationships with young people aged 8 - 17 who are experiencing problems or difficulties. Volunteers will be asked to see their 'referral' approximately once a week for a minimum of six months to provide help and support. Volunteers are also needed for a group that runs on a Monday evening during term time. Volunteers will be asked to commit for at least six months to allow a sense of stability for the young people. Training and on-going support are provided.  
BEXLEY SNAP Bexley SNAP works with families of disabled children and young people with Special Educational Needs, aged 0 to 19, living in the borough of Bexley. Volunteers are required to assist with their leisure services and drop-ins. 

BLENDON & PENHILL SAFER NEIGHBOURHOOD POLICING (YOUTH MUSIC WORKSHOP) This Safer Neighbourhood Policing Project aims to improve the quality of life of the community by impacting on problems in a lateral way. The Youth Music Workshop, which runs on Wednesday evenings, has been established as one means of keeping young people occupied and out of trouble. The project is looking for members of the community to assist with teaching young people in Sidcup to play musical instruments. Volunteers are needed who can play musical instruments, particularly guitars. Drums and keyboard players are also welcome. 
CCHF ALL ABOUT KIDS is a registered national charity which exists to give severely disadvantaged children, aged 7 to 12, from London and the surrounding areas a range of holidays and respite breaks to help improve the quality of their lives, recognise their potential and achieve their personal goals in the safest possible environment. Volunteers help with excursions and activities such as beach trips, outward bound challenges, bike rides, cooking, treasure hunts, swimming and arts and crafts. 
VOLUNTEERING WITH YOUNG PEOPLE (2)
CHILDREN’S PLAY WORKER, BELMARSH VISITORS’ CENTRE provides support and advice for families and friends of prisoners in Belmarsh. A volunteer Play Worker is needed to work in the visits hall play project, organising and arranging play activities with visitors’ children. No formal qualifications are required but a knowledge or experience of child care would be desirable. The volunteer will need CRB (Criminal Records Bureau) checks and prison clearance. 
CUBS, SCOUTS, BROWNIES AND GUIDES There are many local groups which are looking for volunteer helpers. Meetings are held on weekdays during the early evening, and helpers are not necessarily required to wear a uniform. No previous experience is necessary, as training will be given. Volunteers should note that they will need to have a CRB check. 
DANSON YOUTH TRUST Danson Youth Trust aims to provide young people with a varied programme of activities and opportunities ranging from street hockey to team building residentials; cookery to film making; creative arts to bowling competitions. The Trust needs volunteer support workers to work alongside their qualified staff to deliver these varied activities. 
HOWBURY FRIENDS Howbury Friends, based in Erith, are looking for volunteers to help with literacy and after school activities. No special skills or formal qualifications are required but experience in working with or raising children would be useful. 
SOVA YOUNG PEOPLE’S SUPPORT PROJECT in Bexley needs volunteer mentors to provide mentoring support to young people aged 11 – 21, including looked after children and care leavers, young offenders and those who are at risk or vulnerable. Full training is available and the volunteer is supported by the project workers. You can volunteer at a time which is convenient to you but a minimum commitment of 
3 – 6 hours per week is required on a regular basis. 
THAMESMEAD YOUTH AWARENESS PROGRAMME is a thriving youth project targeted at young people who live in Thamesmead and who are aged between 16 and 24. They are looking for volunteers to assist with running training sessions alongside tutors; this includes courses on drug/alcohol awareness, DJ workshops and music sessions, and health awareness. No formal qualifications are required but a desire to work with young people and as part of a team, alongside a willingness to learn and an open mind are all required. 
VOLUNTEERING WITH PEOPLE
WITH MENTAL HEALTH ISSUES (1)
MIND IN BEXLEY provides advice and activities for people with mental health issues who live in the London Borough of Bexley. They particularly need volunteers to act as befrienders, and as mentors (who have experience of mental health problems). 
MIND IN DARTFORD, GRAVESHAM & SWANLEY works with people with mental health issues living in Dartford, Gravesham & Swanley areas, to effect personal and social change. Volunteers are needed for a number of roles including help with drop in and activity sessions, and as mentors. In all cases, volunteers should be good listeners, non-judgemental and flexible. 
NO PANIC is a charity run totally exclusively by volunteers, whose aims are to aid the relief and rehabilitation of people suffering from panic attacks, phobias, Obsessive Compulsive Disorders, related anxiety disorders, including tranquilliser withdrawal, and to provide support to sufferers and their families and or carers. 
They need volunteers who are good listeners to help sufferers from an anxiety disorder on their national helpline. Volunteers, working from home, are needed for one of the day time shifts (10am to 1 pm, 1 to 4pm or 4 to 7 pm). Induction and training will be provided. 
RE-INSTATE LTD Re-Instate is a project which provides a workplace for people who have experienced mental health issues to regain their confidence and work skills, and to enable them to re-enter open employment. It is a factory environment engaged primarily in packaging for local companies. Volunteer Employment Support Assistants are needed to provide one-to-one support to service users, to increase their skills and confidence and then continue this assistance – if necessary – in a placement. Volunteers who have a good grounding in mental health or learning difficulties are particularly welcome. Re-Instate is also seeking a volunteer Sales Representative to find new business, follow up leads, manage customer relationships, help out where necessary with customer complaints and requests, and develop a customer database. Previous sales experience is essential.  
RETHINK SAHAYAK Rethink Sahayak is a mental health charity working with Asian speaking people with mental health issues living in Dartford, Gravesham & Swanley areas, to effect personal and social change. Volunteers are needed who speak English as well as an Asian language and are interested in volunteering for Asian people. Good listeners, non-judgemental and flexible volunteers are needed as befrienders and on the Asian speaking national mental health helpline, for people suffering from mental or emotional distress. Training will be provided for suitable candidates. 
VOLUNTEERING WITH PEOPLE
WITH MENTAL HEALTH ISSUES (2)
SANE  Based near Aldgate East tube, SANE is a mental health charity that aims to improve the quality of life for people affected by mental illness, including family, friends and carers.  They have a variety of London-based volunteering opportunities including:-

· Services Volunteers to provide emotional support and information for people affected by mental health problems, including families, friends and carers.
· Service users and/or carers who are willing to share their personal experiences and so provide valuable insight for SANE's Services Volunteer training programme.  This course is held in London at weekends, and/or SANE has an ongoing training schedule which is held generally on Wednesday evenings.  
· Office Volunteers to support SANE with their administration needs - this might be in any of their departments, eg Services, Research, Fundraising or Media/Campaigning.
· Database Volunteers SANE has a unique database of mental health services throughout the country.  The information contained on the database is used to support people who contact their helpline and e-mail services.  The SANE Information Service (SID) contains 9,000 - 10,000 records at the moment.  It needs constant checking and updating to ensure SANE provides the best service to their service users.  
VOLUNTEERING WITH PEOPLE
WITH LEARNING DIFFICULTIES

ADULT EDUCATION COLLEGE BEXLEY Volunteers are needed, at various adult education sites in Bexley, to assist students who have additional needs in either mainstream courses or discrete courses where all the students have a learning disability. Classes cover a variety of subjects from pottery to flower-arranging, etc. Induction is provided to the tutor and student by the Learner Support Manager, and a mentoring scheme is in place. 
BEXLEY AND BROMLEY ADVOCACY can make sure that the views of people with a learning disability are heard and that they get the help they need. Volunteers are needed as advocates to help people with a learning disability to speak up for themselves. An advocate can be a listener, be someone’s voice, help at meetings, and protect people’s rights. In essence, an advocate can help improve the quality of someone's life. No experience is needed, and free training will be provided. 
CARLTON RESOURCE CENTRE Sidcup provides a range of social care experiences, opportunities and training for adults with learning disabilities. Volunteers are always needed to assist members with learning job skills, to escort members to and from their voluntary work placements, and to help evaluate members' progress. Full training is given and expenses reimbursed. 
MARLBOROUGH SCHOOL Sidcup, for children with learning disabilities, needs volunteers to assist the children at meals, in the playground and in the classroom. Help is also needed at swimming sessions.
NEW HORIZONS is a befriending scheme for people with learning disabilities. Volunteers visit and befriend people with learning disabilities and help them become involved in activities in the community. Training provided. 
SMERDON RESOURCE CENTRE, Belvedere provides care, support and training for adults with learning disabilities. Volunteers are needed to help with activities on and off site. Training and support given. Volunteers should note that they will need to be checked by the Criminal Records Bureau (CRB). 
VOLUNTEERING WITH HEALTH ORGANISATIONS (1)
BRITISH HEART FOUNDATION The BHF exists to fight heart and circulatory disease which is the UK's biggest killer - it claims the lives of 1 in 4 men and 1 in 6 women every year in Britain. The BHF is seeking volunteer Foundation Speakers to fulfil a variety of speaking engagements, including cheque presentations and talks to adult community groups about their work.  The range of talks will be agreed depending on the speaking experience of the volunteer. The BHF is also looking for volunteers to assist with promoting their Valentine’s Appeal which is one of their most important fundraising campaigns. Volunteers will be involved in marketing the campaign, conveying the aims of the campaign, and the work of the BHF, and assisting with administration. 
CAUDWELL CHILDREN is a charity which provides specialist equipment, treatment and therapies for sick and disabled children across the UK, as well as their Destinations Dreams holiday for children (and their family) fighting life threatening conditions.  They are looking for home based volunteers to fulfil the following roles:-

· Area Coordinators to promote the work of the Charity and to coordinate a team of Volunteer Leaders and Fundraisers. 
· Volunteer Fund Raisers to work from home to undertake sponsored activities or provide support for the planned events within the Charity. 
· Volunteer Leaders to recruit 10 Fundraisers within their local area and to work with The Caudwell Charity's Volunteer Fundraisers within their local community who will organise fundraising events or undertake sponsored 

ELLENOR LIONS HOSPICES provide a variety of help and support to adults and children with cancer and other life threatening illnesses. They are seeking patient befrienders to visit patients in their own homes, providing support, social contact and companionship – often for short periods to allow a carer a short break. 
LEUKAEMIA CARE is a national charity committed to providing care and support to everybody whose life has been affected by blood cancers – simply supporting a quality of life for all. It is looking for CARE Volunteers (who must have experience of cancer) to provide emotional support to those affected by Leukaemia, Lymphoma and the allied blood disorders, particularly those who have contacted the 24 hour CARE line. CARE Volunteers also work to raise awareness of Leukaemia CARE, and provide information to patients, carers and medical professionals with regard to the services offered by the charity. The charity is also looking for Fundraiser Volunteers to work in their local area. 
VOLUNTEERING WITH HEALTH ORGANISATIONS (2) 
MOTOR NEURONE DISEASE (MND) ASSOCIATION The MND Association is a charity working to help people with MND secure the care they need, while promoting research into causes, treatments and a cure. They need Association Visitors to: offer caring, informed support to people with MND and their families, work as part of a local team, visiting people with MND and their carers at home or keeping in touch by telephone, provide an invaluable link for people living with MND, keeping them in touch with the MND Association and proactively signposting them to various other sources of help. Volunteers should be caring, reliable, and good listeners who work with sensitivity and understand the need for confidentiality. Even if you have never heard of MND, the Association would like to hear from you. They offer their volunteers an accredited and award-winning training course. 
GREENWICH AND BEXLEY COMMUNITY HOSPICE provides a wide variety of volunteering opportunities including:-
· Befrienders of carers and families.
· Drivers who use their own cars to provide safe and comfortable transport for patients to and from Shornells Day Hospice. (Expenses reimbursed).
· Events photography To attend events of all kinds to take photos for publicity and for records, for use in Hospice publicity/promotions.
· Flower care To be part of a team refreshing patients' flowers and plants and arranging floral donations to enhance the Hospice environment.
· Fundraising This is very much a team effort often requiring weekend/evening commitments; it is at the same time very rewarding. Regular and one off opportunities available.
· Maintenance Light DIY duties carried out at the Hospice or in one of their charity shops. To be part of a small team ensuring that all equipment used for Events is checked for damage and cleanliness before being stowed away.
· Shornells - Day Hospice Volunteering as part of the Shornells team to maintain and provide a safe, comfortable, satisfying and enjoyable day for patients.
CONSERVATION 
BEXLEY HERITAGE TRUST, HALL PLACE & GARDENS Bexley Heritage Trust is looking for volunteers to assist with many aspects within the garden and nursery. The Trust is calling for support from the local community with tasks such as maintenance and the propagation and retail of Hall Place plants and shrubs. 
BEXLEY HERITAGE TRUST Hall Place is a beautiful Tudor mansion with 500 years of history to explore.  It also houses the Bexley Museum Collection.  Galleries on the upper floors display collections including costume, furniture, archaeology and social history.  Volunteer Room Stewards are needed to provide interesting information to visitors and help look after the house and collections.  Volunteers will learn about the history of the house and collections and perhaps even become part of the team of knowledgeable volunteer tour guides.  Volunteers are needed for morning and afternoon shifts seven days a week.  Time commitment varies from volunteer to volunteer from once every couple of months to several times a week.  
BTCV (BRITISH TRUST FOR CONSERVATION VOLUNTEERS) runs a variety of projects across the London area, ranging from midweek full day volunteering to Green Gyms and weekend projects. Their volunteers improve local green spaces by creating ponds, woodlands and gardens, removing invasive species and building paths, steps and fences. Everyone is welcome to join in. No experience is necessary and BTCV provide all tools, qualified leaders who can teach you the skills you need, and of course hot drinks and biscuits to keep you going. All sessions are free to join. All you need is a set of old clothes and a packed lunch. 
RIVER KEEPER PROGRAMME, THAMES 21 Local people, aged 18 to 30, who live or work in Bexley are needed as Riverkeeper Volunteers on the River Cray. They should be prepared to spend 4 hours a week or more working on the river, and their duties include reporting litter and grot spots, caring for wildlife habitats, suggesting improvements to the Riverkeeper Coordinator, encouraging the public to respect the river and contributing to monthly monitoring reports around problems of litter, graffiti, dog fouling, vandalism, unlicensed or out of season angling, etc. The work is physically demanding so volunteers need to be fit. Clothing and equipment are provided. 
NORTH WEST KENT COUNTRYSIDE PARTNERSHIP The North West Kent Countryside Partnership works within the boroughs of Bexley, Dartford, Gravesham and Sevenoaks. Volunteer projects are run weekly on a Wednesday and Thursday and involve a whole range of projects including nature area construction within schools, restoring orchards, scrub clearance and coppicing, hedge laying, building boardwalks, maintaining river habitat and waymarking paths. Existing volunteers come from all walks of life who have a wealth of experience which they are ready to share with any new people joining the group. The Partnership is always keen to have new volunteers join their projects and are happy for people to do as much or as little as they feel they are able to. There is no obligation and if volunteers find the work is not for them, they don’t have to come back. 
EDUCATION 
BRITISH HEART FOUNDATION is looking for volunteer Schools Coordinators in the Bexley area to establish relationships with local school, encouraging them to fundraise for the British Heart Foundation. The Schools Coordinators will promote and encourage participation in a range of fundraising initiatives (eg Jump Rope for Heart, Ultimate Dodgeball and “dress down days”) as well as introducing the BHF’s health promotional and educational materials into schools.

EDUCATION PRESENTERS FOR RNLI The Royal National Lifeboat Institution is a registered charity that saves lives at sea by providing a 24 – hour on-call service to cover search and rescue requirements out to 100 nautical miles from the coast of the United Kingdom and Republic of Ireland. The RNLI is looking for volunteer Education Presenters to raise awareness and to communicate sea safety message to young people. Good communication skills and an outgoing personality would be helpful. Training is provided.  
SCHOOL GOVERNORS School governance is one of the most important roles in education. Governors support school staff and enable them to provide the best possible standards of education and help children throughout the school realise their aspirations and expectations. You don’t have to be a parent to be a school governor because the most important quality is a desire to help provide children with the best possible standard of education. To be effective, governing bodies need to be an appropriate mix of aspirations, experiences and skills and represent the diversity of the communities in which the schools are situated. Governing bodies usually comprise of representatives from the school staff, the Local Authority, the local community, parents and – in particular circumstances – members of churches and other interest groups.
The average monthly time commitment is just 6 – 8 hours and volunteers can choose whether they want to be part of the governing body of a primary school or secondary school. The only age criteria is that volunteers need to be over 18. Young governors, who may be a generation nearer in age to pupils, will have recent first hand experience of the education system to draw on and are still in touch with what is relevant to young people, and more mature governors can offer the life experiences and work skills that they have acquired over the years.
VOLUNTEERING WITH SUPPORTIVE
AND ADVISORY ORGANISATIONS 
CARERS’ SUPPORT (BEXLEY) Carers’ Support volunteers provide support and friendship to adult carers who are feeling lonely and isolated.  The aim of the scheme is to offer short term befriending to carers, helping them towards finding other means of support, for example via carers support groups. Initially volunteers will be required to undertake a six week training course involving a three hour session each week. From then on, volunteers will need to commit to the project for at least 6 months, and a minimum of one visit per week of approximately one hour. Regular support meetings are held with volunteers. Two written references and an enhanced CRB check are required.  Carers’ Support are based in Sidcup but this opportunity will be undertaken in clients homes around the Borough of Bexley. 
HOME LIBRARY SERVICE The aim of this Service is to provide access to library services that enrich the lives of those people who are unable to get out of their homes and into their local library or mobile library. Volunteers visit housebound people with a selection of books for them to choose from and return the ones that they have read to the library. The ability to drive, and your own transport would be beneficial but non-drivers can be paired with a volunteer who drives. 
JMF SUPPORT GROUP FOR UNSEEN DISABILITY JMF offers support for families who have dependents who have unseen disabilities e.g. Autistic Spectrum Disorder (ASD), Asperger’s Syndrome, dyspraxia, and speech and language disorders. Volunteers are needed to provide assistance at JMF’s weekly (Saturday) Drop-In in Abbey Wood/Thamesmead. This provides support and friendship for children and their parents. Volunteers should be patient and good with children.  
SAMARITANS (BEXLEY & DARTFORD) provide a 24 hour telephone service to help people who are in emotional crisis. Occasionally there is face-to-face contact with a client. The ability to empathise and to listen without prejudice is essential. Volunteers undergo a selection process and training. Following this, a volunteer needs to commit to at least one 4 hour duty per week, and 6 night duties per year.  
SOVA LONDON OFFENDER INTENSIVE SUPPORT PROGRAMME (LOISP) covers a number of south-east London boroughs including Bexley and is recruiting volunteers to provide emotional & practical support to male adult offenders with lifelong psychological needs in South-East London. They are looking for open-minded & reliable adults who can commit to the project for 12 months. SOVA will provide volunteers with full training, supervision, support groups, expenses, an opportunity to meet new people, and an opportunity to gain experience/knowledge. 
VOLUNTEERING WITH PEOPLE
WITH A PHYSICAL DISABILITY 
BATS (BEXLEY ACCESSIBLE TRANSPORT SCHEME) Volunteer drivers are needed to help residents of Bexley who, for various reasons, find it difficult to use public transport. As a volunteer driver, just a few minutes of your time will make all the difference to someone who needs a helping hand to get about. There is no requirement to be available for a set number of hours and, if it is inconvenient at a particular time, you can simply say no! These opportunities are ideal for someone who wants to be involved in voluntary work but cannot commit to a regular time slot. Minibus training is available for suitable candidates. 
BEXLEY BLIND BOWLING CLUB Helpers are needed in Danson Park on Tuesday afternoons during the summer months to assist bowlers. Drivers are also needed to bring players to the park. 
KENT ASSOCIATION FOR THE BLIND needs volunteers to visit visually impaired people to help with writing letters, reading post, socialising, one-off shopping trips, etc. Volunteers are also needed to support visually impaired people in social clubs within the Borough, and volunteer drivers are needed to provide occasional transport. Training given and out of pocket expenses paid.  
SHOPMOBILITY SCHEME Loans out wheelchairs and scooters to disabled, partially sighted or elderly people on Tuesday and Fridays between 10am - 3pm at the Broadway Shopping Centre, Bexleyheath. Volunteers are needed to push wheelchairs and assist disabled and elderly people with their shopping.

ROYAL NATIONAL INSTITUTE OF BLIND PEOPLE (RNIB) RNIB is the UK’s leading charity offering information, support and advice to over 2 million people with sight problems. Its mission is to challenge sight loss by empowering people who are blind or partially sighted, removing barriers they face and helping to prevent blindness. Volunteers work with blind and partially sighted people in their homes and in the community, as well as at RNIB and partner organisations’ centres. Volunteers receive guidance, training and support, and gain skills. RNIB offers a variety of volunteering roles, including some which are home-based, and some which occur on an ad hoc basis. Volunteers will be subject to CRB checks. Volunteering opportunities and roles change frequently. 
VOLUNTEERING WITH OLDER PEOPLE (1)
AGE CONCERN BEXLEY is responsible for many activities to help older people. Volunteers are needed to help with the projects listed below and will receive training where necessary for the following roles:-
· Befriending Volunteers to visit an older person on a weekly basis build a relationship and enhance the client's well being.
· Handypersons to carry out a range of do-it-yourself tasks to enable older people to live independently in safety and comfort in their own homes. 
· Helpers at Day Centres to serve lunch and refreshments and involve older people in activities and outings.
· Rendezvous Volunteers to help welcome people to one of Age Concern Bexley’s seven ‘Rendezvous’, prepare and serve light refreshments and do general clearing and washing up.
AGE UK On 1 April 2009, Age Concern and Help the Aged joined together to create a new charity dedicated to improving later life for everyone. As of April 2010 they became Age UK. There are dozens of ways to volunteer for Age UK, from helping at their shops to working in their head offices, training older people to use computers or collecting money. For more information about volunteering roles, visit the Age UK website www.ageuk.org.uk or phone 0800 169 8787. 
ALZHEIMER’S SOCIETY (BEXLEY BRANCH) supports those caring for people with dementia.  They are looking for volunteer drivers with their own transport who might be available on an ad hoc basis on a Monday or Tuesday to pick clients up from their homes and take them to Alzheimer's Society day groups. Ideally volunteers should be available to take the clients home again.  The Society is also looking for a volunteer who enjoys cooking to shop for and cook a lunch on Tuesday's at Wolsey House, Maxim Road, Crayford, for people with Dementia and their carers.
CONTACT THE ELDERLY is a national charity whose volunteers throughout the UK make all the difference by providing friendship for many isolated elderly people one Sunday afternoon a month. A fun time is enjoyed by all and new friendships are forged across the generations. Can you give a few hours of your time, either once a month on a Sunday afternoon, using your own transport, to drive an elderly person and join a group for tea and companionship? or just once a year to invite a group of elderly people into your home? These volunteering opportunities would suit someone with a clean driving licence, car insurance, an interest in older people, and also a good sense of humour with good communication skills. 
VOLUNTEERING WITH OLDER PEOPLE (2)
WRVS works to help people maintain independence and dignity in their homes and communities, particularly in later life. In Bexley they require:-
· a volunteer Administrative Assistant, working from home, to provide administrative support to the Territory Manager for Kent. The Territory Manager also works from home and will visit the Administrative Assistant in the latter’s own home or at an agreed venue to discuss work and provide support on a regular basis. 
· Emergency Services Volunteer Team Members to contribute to the emergency response in the local area. No specific skills or knowledge are required as full training will be given but flexibility, the ability to work under pressure and as part of a team are essential. 
 MISCELLANEOUS
ANIMAL SAMARITANS care for unwanted, homeless or ill-treated animals which are fostered while new homes are found. Animal Samaritans are also involved in fundraising, rehabilitation and raising public awareness of animal care issues. They offer a number of home based volunteering opportunities: Foster Caring for Dogs, IT work, Accounting, Fundraising, and Reception work. Volunteers should be 21 or above. 
CHARITY SHOPS There are a number of charity shops in the area which need volunteers to help sort and price goods and serve in the shop.
