Microgrants: Women & Girls Health Hub Project
1. Grant Size & Eligibility
· Grant Size: £500 – £2,000 per project (depending on scope and need).
· Eligible Applicants:
· VCSE organisations (charities, CICs, community groups) working in Bexley, or those who provide a service that directly benefits Bexley residents.
· Must have a bank account in the organisation’s name.
· Groups must demonstrate experience working with women and/or girls OR show a clear plan to reach them with support.
· Partnerships and collaborations welcomed

2. Funding Priorities
Applications must align with at least one of the WGH Hub themes:
1. Menstrual health
2. Menopause 
3. Pre-pregnancy
4. Sexual health
This can be done in any of the following ways:
· Outreach & Awareness: Activities that raise awareness of health and wellbeing of local women and girls (e.g. workshops, talks, drop-ins).
· Education & Skills: Training or peer-support programmes that empower women and girls to manage their health in relation to one or more of the following:
· Direct Service Provision: Running activities that improve access to services (e.g. pop-up health sessions, wellbeing groups, peer-led clinics).
· Community Engagement & Inclusion: Targeted work with underrepresented groups (e.g. women from ethnic minorities, young mothers, women with disabilities, low-income groups).
· Reducing Health Inequalities: Tackling barriers such as digital exclusion, language, stigma, or lack of culturally appropriate provision in women and girls’ health.

3. Exclusions
Funding cannot be used for:
· Activities outside Bexley.
· Projects not directly related to women’s and girls’ health and wellbeing.
· Retrospective costs or existing organisational overheads (unless proportionate to delivery).
· Political or religious activities (though faith-based groups can apply if inclusive).

4. Application Process
· Simple application form (Microsoft Forms) covering:
1. Organisation details.
2. Proposed project/activity.
3. Which WGH priority area it supports.
4. Expected outcomes (how it will improve health & wellbeing).
5. Budget breakdown. (Template provided)
6. Plans for accessibility & inclusion.
· Support available from BVSC for groups with limited capacity to complete applications.

5. Assessment Criteria
Applications will be scored against:
· Relevance – Clear alignment with WGH priorities and health outcomes.
· Impact – Potential to reach women and girls most in need and reduce inequalities.
· Accessibility – Inclusive, culturally appropriate, and tailored to local communities.
· Feasibility – Realistic, achievable, and deliverable within grant size.
· Value for Money – Appropriate use of funds for maximum benefit.

6. Timeline
· Launch of Fund: Mid-November 2025
· Closing date for Applications: 7th January 2026
· Assessment & Panel Decisions: 2 weeks (late January 2026)
· Decisions Announced: 30th January 2026
· Grants Awarded: Early February 2026
· Delivery Period: February 2026 – May 2026
· Monitoring & Reporting:
· Light-touch mid-point check-in (End of March 2026).
· Final short report or case study (May 2026).

7. Monitoring & Reporting
Recipients will be asked to provide:
· Number of women and girls engaged.
· A short description of activities delivered.
· Signposting to the W&G Online Hub
· Photographs or videos of activities delivered (where appropriate) 
· Reflections on outcomes/impact (case studies).
· Any learning or challenges to help shape future WGH Hub work.
