Impact in Action Excel Summer School with Superhighways
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In summary, working with Superhighways allowed BVEC to provide specialist training that attracted 3 signigicant percentage of
people who had no or little previous involvement with Impact in Action. Although we would like to see a wider range of groups
accessing the training, BYEC's attendees included people from varicus projects who will continue to be supporting the sector into

the future. Against a five point scale people generally made a 2 step progress which we are pleased with, although we are sending
out reminders to fill in the survey to increase the response rate.
